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Wine cellar Italy at 14 October 2020
The Report is drawn up by the ICQRF on data recorded in the wine computerized registers.

The database contains detailed information related to over 650 thousand wine vessels, 17,000
producers and records about 30 million wine operations annually. ICQRF estimates that the
database contains at least 95% of wine and must held in Italy.

Wines: 36.4 million hectoliters. Compared to the past 14 October 2020 a 1.4% increase was
recorded (+519,928 hectoliters). The stocks are 0,9% lower compared to 15 October 2019 (-
331,438 hectoliters).

1. Summary

On 14 October 2020, in Italian oenological premises, there were 36.4 million hectolitres of wine,
14.0 million hectolitres of musts and 7.3 million hectolitres of new wine still in fermentation.
Compared to the stocks recorded on 15 October 2019, as reported in table 7, a decrease was
observed for wines (-0.9%), and a substantial increase was observed for musts (+7.5%) and new
wine still in fermentation (+33.6%). A 1.4% increase of the stock of wines was observed compared
to the data recorded on 14 October 2020 and, as shown in table 8, in relation to the same period an
increase of the stocks was observed either for musts (+34.7%), and for new wine still in
fermentation (+55.2%).

The 58.7% of wine in Italy is physically stocked in the northern regions. In Veneto, there is the
24.1% of the national wine, thanks to the significant effect of stocks in the provinces of Verona
(9.8%) and Treviso (9.0%).

The 54.2% of the wine in stock is PDO, with a prevalence of red (57.6%). 25.5% of wine is PGlI,
again with a prevalence of red (59.1%), while the varietal wines stocks represent just 1.5% of the
total. The remaining 18,8% consists of other wines.

Despite the large number of Gls present (525), 10 names represent the 37.5% of the total GI wines
stocks; the first 20 names represent more than half of the total GI (54.5%).

Which wines in the wine cellar Italy?

The 54.2% of the wine in stock is PDO, with a prevalence of red (57.6%). 25.5% of wine is PGl,
again with a prevalence of red (59.1%), while the varietal wines stocks represent just 1.5% of the
total. The remaining 18,8% consists of other wines.

Despite the large number of Gls present (525), 10 names represent the 37.5% of the total GI wines
stocks; the first 20 names represent more than half of the total GI (54.5%).
